TERMS OF USE FOR LADIES FITNESS & YOGA GARDENS

"If there is any discrepancy between the Japanese and English versions of these Terms, the Japanese version shall prevail."

[Definitions]



In these Terms of Use, the following terms have the meanings defined as follows:

e "Membership": Refers to the act of completing the prescribed procedures and
entering into a contract to use the facilities of the company on a monthly subscription
basis.

e "Member": Refers to a user who, after undergoing the prescribed procedures, has
entered into a contract with the company to use the facilities on a monthly
subscription basis.

"Enroliment Date": Refers to the date on which the contract is established.
"Withdrawal": Refers to the termination of the contractual relationship between the
Member and the company upon request from the Member.

[Article 1] Scope of Application

1. These Terms of Use apply to the use of the facilities and related services of the
fitness club "LADIES FITNESS & YOGA GARDENS" (hereinafter referred to as "the
Club"), operated by Nihon Gakugeisha Co., Ltd. (hereinafter referred to as "the
Company").

2. These Terms of Use serve as rules that users must comply with when joining or using
the Club and its related services. The Terms are effective for all users.

[Article 2] Membership System

1. The Club operates on a membership system. A Member is defined as a user who
meets the membership qualifications outlined in the next article and who completes
the prescribed procedures to establish a contract for the monthly subscription usage
of the Club.

2. Anyone wishing to join the Club must accurately fill out and submit the prescribed
membership application form and agreement, including electronic or other digital
methods (hereinafter "Membership Application Forms"), and complete related
contracts after agreeing to these Terms, upon which membership is granted, and the
facility may be used.

3. Inthe case of minors (under 18 years of age) applying for membership, the minor
and a guardian must sign and seal a guardian consent form, thereby completing the
membership process. The guardian assumes the same responsibilities as if they
were the Member, in accordance with these Terms, jointly and severally with the
minor.

4. Members must adhere to these Terms, including amendments to Article 22, and the
Club's internal regulations. By submitting the Membership Application Forms or using
the facility, it will be deemed that the Member has agreed to the regulations
communicated in advance.

[Article 3] Membership Eligibility
The following individuals are ineligible for Club membership:

1. Individuals unable to comply with these Terms or other Club regulations.
2. Individuals whose information on the Membership Application Forms does not match
reliable documentation and cannot be verified as the applicant.



3. Individuals judged to have current or past associations with organized crime or
antisocial organizations.

4. Individuals whose physical activity is restricted by a physician.

5. Individuals with contagious diseases that could be transmitted to others.

6. Individuals under 18 years of age (except in the case of Article 2, Item 3).

7. Individuals prohibited from joining the Club by their affiliated school or organization.

8. Individuals who have previously lost their membership at the Club due to expulsion.

9. Individuals who cannot agree to the contents of the Membership Application Forms.

10. Any other individuals deemed unsuitable by the Club.

[Article 4] Rights and Obligations of Members

1. Members may use the Club and related services in accordance with these Terms.

2. Except as specified in the preceding paragraph, the Club does not grant any
ownership or lease rights to Members over the Club or any other properties.

3. Members may maintain their membership status by complying with these Terms and
fulfilling the obligations therein.

[Article 5] Membership Fees and Security Key Charges

1. Membership fees, account and security registration fees, annual fees, and any other
charges (hereinafter "Membership Fees, etc.") are determined separately by the
Club. Members understand that Membership Fees, etc. may vary by location.

2. Members shall pay the Membership Fees, etc. by a method specified by the Club
(credit card only). Monthly membership fees for the following month shall be charged
on the 20th day of each month. However, the timing of the initial payment upon
joining shall be separately determined. Membership Fees do not include parking
fees, nor do they guarantee the use of attached parking facilities.

3. Members must pay the full amount of the Membership Fees, etc. as long as they hold
membership status, regardless of whether or not they use the Club. Unless otherwise
specified in these Terms, Membership Fees paid are non-refundable.

4. The Club may revise Membership Fees, etc. as deemed necessary for operational
reasons or due to changes in economic conditions. Such changes shall apply
prospectively from the date of change. The Club shall notify Members at least two
weeks in advance of any such changes, and the revised fees shall apply thereafter.

5. If a Member does not pay Membership Fees, etc. by the specified due date, the Club
may demand payment by other designated methods. Any transfer fees incurred
during this process shall be borne by the Member.

6. If a Member fails to pay overdue Membership Fees and meets any of the following
conditions, the Club may terminate their membership:

1. Cumulative non-payment of Membership Fees for two months.

2. Non-payment of Membership Fees for one month, despite two written
reminders (including digital means) sent by the Club within a reasonable
period, without payment being made within that time.

[Article 6] Security



1. The Club provides a QR code to Members. Members must present their QR code
when entering the Club. If the QR code cannot be presented, entry will not be
permitted.

2. QR codes may only be used by the Member or individuals authorized by the Club,
and may not be used by others. Members cannot lend their QR code to third parties.
If a QR code is lent, the Member will be expelled under these Terms.

3. If there is an issue with displaying the QR code, Members must promptly report the
situation to the Club.

[Article 6] Security

1. The Club will provide Members with a QR code. Members must present their QR
code when entering the Club. If Members cannot present the QR code, entry to the
Club will not be permitted.

2. The QR code may only be used by the Member or by an individual authorized by the
Club, and its use by any other party is strictly prohibited. Members may not lend their
QR code to third parties. Lending the QR code will result in expulsion as stipulated in
these Terms.

3. If a problem arises with the display of the QR code, Members must promptly report it
to the Club and provide a detailed explanation of the situation.

[Article 7] Use of the Club by Non-Members

1. The Club may allow individuals other than Members, deemed appropriate by the
Club (hereinafter referred to as "Visitors"), to use the facilities.

2. The Club may apply the obligations, prohibitions, and damage compensation clauses
stipulated for Members in these Terms to Visitors.

3. The Club may charge Visitors for using the facilities at a rate separately determined
by the Club.

[Article 8] Compliance

1. Members must comply with these Terms, other rules established by the Company or
the Club, customary rules, explanations, and instructions given by the Club when
using the Club.

2. Members must adhere to the Club's dress code, which prohibits the wearing of pants
with protrusions (e.g., rivets), rubber slippers, and the use of the facilities barefoot, as
well as excessive skin exposure and the display of tattoos. This dress code does not
apply to services provided in individual booths, such as self-esthetics.

[Article 9] Entry Prohibition and Expulsion

The Club may prohibit entry or order the expulsion of individuals who meet any of the
following conditions. Members are still obligated to pay their Membership Fees unless they
undertake withdrawal or suspension procedures during the prohibition period.

1. Those who violate these Terms and the Club's regulations.
2. Those deemed lacking in membership eligibility, or those who made false
declarations and concealed critical facts related to membership eligibility.
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Those judged to be unable to use the facilities normally due to poor physical
condition or drug use.

Those who cause discomfort to other Members through uncleanliness, inappropriate
attire, or disruptive noise.

Those attempting to enter the Club without a QR code.

Those bringing non-Members into the Club without following proper procedures.
Those with outstanding Membership Fee payments.

Others deemed inappropriate by the Club.

[Article 10] Prohibited Acts

Members shall not engage in the following acts:

o Dangerous acts such as throwing, breaking, or hitting objects.
o Threatening behavior such as shouting, blocking paths, etc.
o Stalking behavior such as waiting, following, or attempting to force personal
relationships.
o Unijustifiable restraint by demanding face-to-face meetings, phone calls, or
other means.
Acts violating public order and morals, such as voyeurism, indecent exposure, or
spitting within or around Club facilities.
Bringing dangerous objects, such as knives, into the Club.
Using the facility after drinking alcohol.
Intentionally monopolizing facilities for an extended period.
Damaging, destroying, or roughly handling Club facilities.
Removing Club equipment or other belongings from the premises.
Taking photos without the Club's permission.

. Disclosing information related to the Club on the internet without prior approval.
. Engaging in business activities, solicitation, loan-related activities, or other financial

dealings within or around the Club facilities without the Club's approval.

. Distributing flyers, posting posters, conducting religious, political, or signature

campaigns, or similar activities within or around Club facilities.

. Making unreasonable or excessive demands based on social conventions or the

principle of good faith.
Any act that disrupts the order of the Club.

[Article 11] Withdrawal

1.

Members may withdraw from the Club by visiting the Club in person and completing
the prescribed procedures. Withdrawal requests are not accepted by phone, email, or
fax. If a visit is difficult, the Member or their representative must confirm the
withdrawal method.



Withdrawal procedures must be completed by the 10th day of the month in which the
Member wishes to withdraw, with withdrawal taking effect at the end of the same
month. If procedures are completed after the 10th, withdrawal will apply at the end of
the following month. (For example, if wishing to withdraw at the end of January, the
request must be made by January 10th.)

If withdrawal procedures are not completed, the Member will retain membership
status, and normal Membership Fees will be incurred even if the Club is not used.

If there are unpaid Membership Fees, payment must be made before submitting the
withdrawal application. Membership Fees must be paid in full even for a partial
withdrawal month. Members with unpaid or delayed payments may be subject to
withdrawal in accordance with these Terms and must settle the unpaid balance as
specified.

Members wishing to withdraw without fulfilling campaign benefit conditions may be
required to pay a penalty. Campaign benefits include discounts on Membership Fees
or provision of other goods at the time of enroliment.

Members rejoining the Club within 12 months of withdrawal are not eligible for any
enrollment benefits even if such benefits are offered.

[Article 12] Suspension and Modification/Cancellation of Options

1.

Members may suspend or modify/cancel options via the membership website.
Requests for suspension or option modification must be made by the 10th of the
previous month, with suspension or modification taking effect from the following
month. (For example, if suspending membership in February, the request must be
made by January 10th.) A handling fee of 1,000 yen (excluding tax) per month will be
charged during the suspension period.

Suspended Members will automatically resume their membership on the same terms
upon the end of the suspension period, and shall pay Membership Fees, etc., from
the month they return.

[Article 13] Notifications

1.

Members must promptly notify the Club of any changes to information submitted on
the Membership Application Forms and complete the Club’s prescribed change
procedures.

Notifications from the Club to Members will be sent to the latest address or email
address provided by the Member. Notifications are effective upon dispatch, and the
Club assumes no responsibility for any damage incurred by Members or third parties
due to notifications not being received or delayed.

[Article 14] Forced Withdrawal

The Club may forcibly expel a Member under the following circumstances:

Violation of these Terms or Club rules.

Conduct that violates laws, regulations, or public order and morals, affecting the
Club’s operations negatively.

Determination by the Club that the Member is not suitable for membership.
Members expelled from the Club may no longer use the Club facilities.



5. Determination that a Member lacks the required eligibility or has made false
declarations.

No refund will be made for Membership Fees paid by Members forcibly withdrawn from the
Club. Members subject to expulsion are permanently barred from rejoining the Club.

[Article 15] Loss of Membership
Members will lose their membership in the following cases:

1. Withdrawal.
2. Death or dissolution of a corporation.
3. Closure of the Club.

[Article 16] Non-Transferable Membership

Membership is non-transferable and cannot be assigned, sold, lent, transferred, pledged as
collateral, or inherited in any form.

[Article 17] Business Days and Hours

1. The business days, hours, holidays, and staff reception hours (hereinafter referred to
as "Business Hours") are separately defined by the Club.

2. The Club reserves the right to change Business Hours as deemed necessary. Such
changes will be announced in advance at the Club or on the Club’s website.
However, in the event of an emergency, such as a natural disaster, this requirement
does not apply.

[Article 18] Facility Use Restrictions

1. The Club may restrict the use of all or part of the facilities for the following reasons.
Members are still obligated to pay their Membership Fees, and no special
compensation will be given for such restrictions.

1. Ifitis deemed dangerous for Members to use the facility due to weather or
other disasters, making operation difficult.

2. During inspection, maintenance, or renovation of facilities and equipment.

3. Due to legislation, administrative guidance, drastic changes in
socio-economic conditions, or other unavoidable reasons.

4. If atemporary closure is deemed necessary.

2. In such cases, the Club will notify Members in advance via announcements at the
Club or on the Club’s website. However, in the event of an emergency, such as a
natural disaster, this requirement does not apply.

[Article 19] Closure or Change of Facilities

1. The Club may close or modify all or part of its facilities for the following reasons. In
such cases, Membership Fees will not be reduced or suspended, and no special
compensation will be given.

1. Ifitis deemed impossible to continue operations due to weather or other
disasters.



2. Due to the enactment, revision, or abolition of laws, administrative guidance,
drastic changes in socio-economic conditions, or other unavoidable reasons
related to management.

3. If unavoidable management-related reasons arise, with two months' notice
provided before closure. However, if closure is due to force majeure such as
natural disasters, public authority orders, etc., the notice period may be
reasonably shortened.

2. In such cases, the Club will notify Members in advance via announcements at the
Club or on the Club’s website. However, in the event of an emergency, such as a
natural disaster, this requirement does not apply.

[Article 20] Liability for Damages

1. The Club assumes no responsibility for loss, theft, injury, or other accidents occurring
within the Club, except in cases of willful misconduct or gross negligence. Members
are responsible for managing their valuables, and, except for special circumstances,
the Club’s liability is limited to no fault or slight negligence.

2. Members or Visitors who cause damage to the Club or third parties must compensate
for those damages without delay. If both a third party and the Club incur damages,
the responsible Member or Visitor shall indemnify the Club for all damages incurred,
including legal fees.

3. The Club assumes no responsibility for vehicle accidents or theft, loss, or damage of
vehicle contents within the parking lot.

[Article 21] Notices to Members

1. Notifications or announcements regarding these Terms or changes in Club
operations, as well as lesson program changes or cancellations, will be made by
posting at designated locations in the Club or via email.

[Article 22] Amendments to Terms and Other Rules

The Company or the Club may revise these Terms, bylaws, usage rules, and other matters
related to the management and operation of the Club as needed. Such revisions shall apply
to all Members and Visitors from the date of the latest revision.

[Article 23] Governing Law and Jurisdiction

These Terms shall be governed by Japanese law. Should litigation between a Member and
the Club become necessary, the Fukuoka District Court shall have exclusive jurisdiction in
the first instance.
